Use inverted commas to show direct speech (“ ”)  

New speaker, new line  

Show how speaker is speaking using an adverb 
(loudly, gently) 

 

 Dialogue to move the plot/action forward  

Dialogue to show something about a character  

Punctuate direct speech correctly (see checklist!)  

Different reporting verbs to show how the 
character feels (not just said!) 

 

ISAWAWABUB conjunctions to add extra 
information about characters when they speak 

 

 

Speech in different positions in the sentence 
(beginning, end or middle!)
