     Making a foam stamp 

  1)  Design a pattern to use on your collage 

 

   2) Trace your design onto foam so it leaves a dent that you   

         can cut out.  Then go over it with a pen so  it is clearer to  

      see. 

3) Cut out your design 

 

 4) Glue your design onto a wooden block , the right side down     

       so the stamp is inverted.  

 

 5) Apply a thin layer of paint to the foam part of your stamp  

      then apply the pattern to your collage.
